Summary
Coronavirus Disease 2019 (COVID-19) caused by Coronavirus 2 Severe Acute Respiratory Syndrome (SARS-CoV-2) first appeared
in Wuhan, China. It was officially declared a pandemic by the World Health Organization in March 2020. As of April 11, 2020, the
COVID-19 pandemic has resulted in more than 490,000 cases and 18,500 deaths in the United States, with all 50 states affected. More
than a million people are now infected worldwide. Although the focus is on pulmonary complications, it is important for emergency
physicians to be aware of cardiovascular complications, which can significantly contribute to mortality associated with this disease [1].
